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· DUBLIN II TRANSFEREES NEEDED      - 
Preparation Interviews for those to be transferred to another European State

The Irish Refugee Council is seeking the assistance of asylum seekers who have been informed of their pending transfer under the Dublin II regulation to another European country, to have their asylum case decided there.

As part of a Europe wide project headed by Forum Réfugiés, the IRC hope to assist asylum seekers by streamlining the social, legal and health care services they need, in advance of transfer to the other state. 
We are looking for asylum seekers, who have already been informed that they will be transferred, to come for a short Preparatory Interview with us. This will allow us to make hand-over notes on their case, inform NGO’s in the receiving country of their pending arrival and give asylum seekers some basic information about the asylum process and what to expect there.

Asylum seekers who attend the Preparatory Interviews can expect to be given the details of, or put in contact with, an in-country case-worker with an organisation dedicated to assisting asylum seekers and migrants. This case worker will then be in a position to make advance preparation for any social, legal or medical needs that the asylum seeker may have. The interview will also prepare the asylum seeker by giving them an insight into what to expect during the transfer and on arrival, as well as an overview of the bodies responsible for determining applications there.
